Record 3: STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE FOR MILKING TREATED CATTLE OR COWS WITH ABNORMAL MILK
1. Check record 10 to ensure that a treated animal has met the withdrawal time before putting her milk in the bulk tank.
2. Check record 10 when an animal calves, to make sure the withdrawal times for any dry cow treatments have been met before shipping her milk.
3. If a new cow is purchased and you don’t have letter of guarantee from the seller, test her milk to make sure there won’t be any antibiotics in the bulk tank. 
4. Treated lactating cattle identified with an ANTIBIOTICS card and wearing a RED leg band, and cows with abnormal milk (mastitis, blood, freshened cows) wearing a BLUE leg band, must be milked last by removing the swing pipe from the bulk tank before milking them.

5. Milk freshened cows BEFORE treated cows or those with abnormal milk.  Milk from freshened cows is fed to calves for the first three (3) days (MAPAQ) after birth and normal milking resumes on the forth (4th) day.
6. Milk treated cows or those giving abnormal milk into a stainless steel trap pail.  Connect the pail as follows: Disconnect the milkline from the pulsator and connect it to the cover of the pail; then take the line from the pail and connect it to the pulsator. Dump the milk into the drain.  Check that the pail is not too full and empty it during milking if necessary.

7. Pre-freshened or dry cows are identified on the DRY cow chart and have two YELLOW leg bands. DO NOT MILK THESE COWS.

8. If milk from a treated cow accidentally enters the bulk milk tank or if you have any doubt at all, refer to Record 16: Corrective Action Plans.
